QUESTION ONE
Evaluate the following statement: “the geography of African conflicts is often elusive due to the large number of actors involved, their shifting alliances and their transnational movements.”


QUESTION TWO
Makumi Mwagiru, rejects the idea that, “conflicts do not have transborder realities, and instead perceives individual conflicts as an integral part of a wider conflict system.” Discuss.

QUESTION THREE
In the Tremolieres et. al.’s (2020), reading, the North and West Africa regions have a combination of conflict intensity and the highest concentration of political violence. The region is associated with four different types of conflict geography. Provide a concise classification. 

QUESTION FOUR
Discuss the following statement: “Conflict systems, like seismic waves, have epicenters around which their existence revolves. Identifing accurately such an epicentre is a sine qua non for effective management.” 

QUESTION FIVE
In H.J. Mackinder’s, “Geographical Pivot of History”, identifies three building blocks (distance, terrain and climate), as the main determinants of states relations. Today, the war between Russia and Ukraine in the so called Eurasian Rimland, seems to validate Mackinder’s hypothesis. Assess the validity of the above statement.
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
