SECTION A: (COMPULSORY 30 MARKS)

QUESTION ONE
a. Discuss the history of China-Africa relations from Bandung Conference upto the era of Forum for China-Africa Cooperation, clearly delineating the various phases it underwent (20 marks)

b. Highlight key areas of cooperation between China and African Countries (10 marks)
Answer
a. Students shall discuss the 4 phases sino-africa relations underwent. 5 marks per phase

b. Students will discuss areas of cooperation (3 marks per area- 3 area. Introduction 1 mark).

SECTION B (ANSWER ANY TWO QUESTIONS - 40 MARKS)

QUESTION TWO

a. Discuss Soft Power (5 marks)

b. Analyze China’s soft power tools and pursuit in Africa (15 marks)

ANSWER

a. Students shall define and discuss what soft power is giving key attributes.

b. Students shall give examples of methods that china employs to gain soft power in Africa, including development model, rise of CGTN, Confucious Institutes and Scholarships to Africans. (each point earms them 2 marks. Students who go further to show success or failure of these earns an extra 1 mark)

QUESTION THREE
Critically evaluate the Forum for China-Africa Cooperation showing its operations, success and failures (20 marks)
ANSWER

Students will be required to discuss in detail the FOCAC  (10 marks). Evaluation of its success or failures will earn them 10 more marks.
QUESTION FOUR

Analyze the key attributes of China’s non-interference foreign policy in Africa showing why China cannot sustain this (20 marks)

ANSWER
Students shall discuss China’s non-interference policy (15 marks). Those who show why it cannot be sustained will get 5 marks.

QUESTION FIVE

a. Give an overview of the Belt and Road Initiative, and the place of Africa in it (15 marks)

b. Critically evaluate the sources of funding under the Belt and Road Initiative that you will advise Kenyan government to pursue (15 marks)
Answer

a. Student will discuss the BRI in general, and a brief overview of BRI in Africa

b. Students will highlight and evaluate the various sources of funding for BRI projects including AIIB, SRF, BRICS development Bank, SILK Road Gold Fund. Each one will earn 3 marks. Students who go further to show why funding for Phase I and II by China EXIM bank was ill informed get the extra 3 marks.
