SECTION B: ANSWER ANY TWO (40 marks)
QUESTION TWO
Theories are formulated to explain, predict, and understand phenomena. “Refugees” as a phenomenon in International Relations can also be explained by a theory. Picking a theory of your choice that best explains the Refugee phenomenon, attempt the below questions.

a) Explain the key proponents of the theory you picked
b) Discuss the key assumptions of the theory
c) Extrapolate and explain the refugee phenomenon based on the theory you picked.

QUESTION THREE
Carefully read the following case study and attempt the questions that follow:
Bangina community occupy the Northern part of Ngina country, there are other 14 tribes in the country which have been peacefully co-existing. Recently, after the highly contested presidency, a military junta has taken over the country. The junta has conducted indiscriminate attacks, especially to the Bangina community who seem to be a minority in the country yet occupy vast lands as compared to the other tribes. There has been an all-out war, where persons of the Bangina community have undergone suffering, have been maimed, persecuted and some of them killed. The UN Special Rapporteur has visited the country and documented human rights abuses and appealed to the international community to support citizens fleeing the conflict.  In the long run, most of the Bangina community members have sought asylum in different countries in Africa including Kenya as provided by article 14 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR) which states that “Everyone has the right to seek and to enjoy in other countries asylum from persecution”. 				(20 marks)
a) Based on the above context, few select countries did not comply with the principle of non-refoulment while managing the Bangina refugee situation. Explain the basic principle of non-refoulement as used in the international protection of refugees’ context.
b) Briefly explain the steps that will be taken by Kenya for Bangina community members before issuing them the refugee status.
c) The Refugees Act No. 10 of 2021 states valid reasons as to which the Cabinet Secretary may revoke the refugee status and expulse a refugee in the Kenya jurisdiction, discuss the reasons.

QUESTION FOUR
The United Nations points that “many refugees have been living in a protracted situation and a high number of refugees are unaccompanied and separated children, women and girls at risk of abuse, single women heads of household without effective male protection, children with special needs, survivors of violence and torture, minorities including LGBTIs who are at risk of discrimination and threats within the camp, and limited access and availability to medical treatment and facilities for persons with disability.” 		(20 marks)
a) Discuss durable solutions available for refugees fleeing their countries and who live in various refugee camps
b) Assess the impact of presence of refugee Operations on communities hosting the refugees
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
