Question One
No other empirical field of International Relations – Peace and Conflict Studies-- entails a subfield labeled "conflictology." How can the exceptional existence of a "conflictology" subfield within IR be justified?

Question Two
Validate the following statement: “It is evident that even though the driving forces behind the growing trend of terrorism in parts of Africa appears, Prima facie, to be ethno-religiously driven, their other inducers are substantively linkable to the weakness of those states, especially the inability of African leaders to foster development and peaceful co-existence among the diverse population.”
Question Three
Theoretically, the 3Ds model in the Onditi’s, “Conflictology”, draws heavily from the HAM (hearts and minds) approach, as popularized in British-Malaya in 1952. Assess the applicability of this model in resolving modern asymmetric warfare.

Question Four
 Xenophobia in South Africa is a symptom of the slogan, “The Africa We Hate” syndrome among the disillusioned citizens under the neocolonial york of their fellow African petite bourgeoisie. Discuss.

Question Five
