QUESTION ONE (COMPULSORY)
a) List the four styles of Diplomatic Negotiations. (2 marks)
ii) Describe in details the four styles of Diplomatic Negotiations with country examples for each style and the method to use while negotiating with them.  (8 marks)
b) Discuss the following statement: “Realism remains the most compelling theoretical framework for understanding the conduct of modern diplomacy despite the challenges presented by other theories and the role of non- state actors in modern theory and practice of diplomacy”. (10 marks)
c) Kenya in April 2023,  upended an old tradition in which the Ministry of Foreign Affairs was in charge of coordination of engagements with the foreign embassies and transferred the coordination duties to the office of the Deputy President, discuss this new development within the context of the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic Relations (VCDR) 1961. (10 marks)

QUESTION TWO
a) i) What is the origin, evolution and the meaning of the term diplomacy? (3 marks)
ii) List the main functions of a diplomatic mission? (4 marks)
b) Mr Wanyonyi, a Kenyan Journalist leaving and working in ‘Azovia’, visits the Kenyan High Commission in Azovia in order to obtain his divorce certificate, a few minutes later the Azovia Special forces storm the Chancery and arrest Mr. Wanyonyi on espionage charges. Analyse in detail the concept of diplomatic Privileges, Immunity and Inviolability while also making a distinction between these concepts? (13 marks)
QUESTION THREE
Kenya realised one of its main challenges in implementation of its foreign policy was lack of a reference document on the country’s foreign relations, this resulted in publication of Kenya’s first written policy since independence in 2014, however, Kenya still encounters challenges in implementation of its foreign policy. 
      a)  What are the main directions of the Kenya’s foreign policy activities at the present stage towards regional and international cooperation in international relations?  (10 marks)
      b) Evaluate the role diplomacy can play in addressing the challenges of foreign policy implementation in Kenya. (10 Marks).
QUESTION FOUR
