The long rains pounding the country have brought with it untold pain, sorrow and loses. As if that is not enough, over 250 lives have been lost with the toll rising each day, roads have been broken and bridges rendered impassable. 
As a beat reporter, you have been sent by your media house to Tana River County, one of the worst-hit regions, on a fact-finding mission.
Your visit lays bare the dire situation – schools marooned, houses washed, infrastructure practically non-existent, and dozens of helpless families moved to makeshift camps.
Amidst the chaos and crises, humanitarian organizations such as the Red Cross and the local administration and volunteers are hard at work but are overwhelmed by the sheer number of individuals seeking help. 
TASK 1 – Print Feature Article [25 Marks]
Working in groups, produce an in-depth feature story, of between 450-550 words, capturing the following:
-Catchy headline and kicker [2 marks].
-The feature lead – A sound lead that hooks the reader to the article [5marks].
-Colour: Paint a vivid picture of the situation on the ground through your writing [5 marks].
-Quotes: Interviews with the affected, humanitarian agencies, and local administration [5 marks].
-Your story should have sub-titles linking the story from one part to the next [5 marks].
-Story flow and narration [3 marks].
TASK 2 – Radio Feature Report Production [25 Marks]
Produce a five-minute feature report to air on the radio –either in Kiswahili or English. The radio report should capture:
-The story title [5marks].
-Paint a picture of the situation [5marks].
-Use of nats and natural sound effects and good audio quality [5marks]
-Interviews with the appropriate personnel - victims, aid agencies, and local administration [5marks].
-Sound transition from one element to the next [5 marks].

TASK 3- Editorial piece [10 Marks].
In view of the situation witnessed and the facts gathered, your editor has tasked you to write an editorial piece of between 250 and 300 words, calling for quick intervention for the affected as well as long-term strategies that the state and non-state actors need to put in place to ensure the perennial flooding is dealt with.
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
