Question 1:	(40 marks)
Vera and Wilson are neighbours in one of the upmarket estates in Nairobi. Vera likes to go out “clubbing” at night and routinely brings home friends in the early hours of the morning. There is often loud slamming of car doors in the wee hours of the morning and loud music is periodically played until 5.00 am. This annoys Wilson greatly as he works long hours and his sleep is affected. On occasions other neighbours are also disturbed by Vera’s noisy tendencies; but Wilson is the most sensitive to the noise made by Vera and her friends. On his part, Wilson also sometimes behaves in ways that irritate Vera. He occasionally plays football in his back yard with his children. Some of the plants on Vera’s vegetables and herbs garden have been damaged when Wilson’s ball is kicked over the fence between their back yards. Wilson never asks Vera’s permission to retrieve the ball. He just jumps over the fence into Vera’s property. On the last occasion that Wilson jumped over the fence to retrieve his ball, Vera, who was watering her plants, turned her garden hose on him and sprayed him with water. She also threatened to sue Wilson for trespass to her property. Thereupon, Wilson also threatened Vera with a counter-suit for nuisance and trespass to person. After staring at each other in a menacing manner for a while, the two neighbours broke out into laughter. Amidst the gales of laughter, Vera quipped, “seeing that we are neighbours and are therefore bound to irritate each other now and then, should we sue each other to kingdom come, or should we just find other better ways to coexist and also live in harmony with each other?”
Questions:
With reference to the above stated scenario:  
a) Identify and state the two main paradigms of society. (2 marks)
b) How would you apply the two paradigms of society identified in (a) above to help Vera and Wilson understand the nature of their dispute and the possible avenues of redress (dispute resolution) available to them? (8 marks)
c) Generally and also with reference to the scenario, critically analyze the salient features as well as the limits of legal positivism as one of the key theories underpinning law and society. (10 marks)
d) What value, if any, would the sociological perspective of law and society have in helping Vera and Wilson reach a satisfactory decision on whether to sue each other or pursue other forms of dispute resolution? (10 marks)
e) Generally and also with reference to the scenario, critically analyze the efficacy of law as an instrument of social control. (10 marks)
Note: It is expected that the torts of nuisance and trespass have already been covered in the course on the Law of Torts. Even if not yet covered, knowledge of the specific torts is not required for this question. You can use any other form of petty dispute between neighbours as your frame of reference.

Question 2: 		(15 marks)
Answer BOTH parts I and II. For Part I, attempt either question A or B or C.
I. Attempt EITHER A or B or C (NOT All). (7 marks)

A. What are the customary foundations, if any, of law in Kenya? 
Or
B. What are the religious foundations, if any, of Law in Kenya?	
OR
C. What are the Foundations of law influenced by forces of globalization, if any, in Kenya?

II. What, if any, is the relationship between law and social change? (8 marks)

Question 3:		(15 marks)
Identify ANY THREE (3) THEMES discussed in this course and present your PERSONAL REFLECTIONS (not memorized or regurgitated information) on how these themes have influenced your understanding of the relationship between law and society.
