Rehabilitation

By Jack McKelvey

I am the sum of all my experiences. I take away lessons from my failures and disappointments. These memories shape my view of my existence. Many individual experiences, from my first day in school to my first award for being top of my class, have changed me. However, one experience overshadows the rest: prison. Although being in prison was not pleasant, the experience has made me a much better person today. 
Before I was convicted and shipped off to jail, I was not a good person. I sold drugs, I lied, and I stole. If I thought I could get away with something, I would try. I had no respect for anyone, including myself. I harboured no ambitions or desires. I just wanted to sell drugs, spend money and smoke pot. In April of 2003, that would all change. 
On April 11, I was on the return leg of my usual trip to Grand Rapids for two pounds of marijuana. Flashing lights blinded me through the rearview mirror. I pulled over, and the lights followed. I had been making this trip every week or so for almost two years without incident. That day, I didn’t even hide my illegal cargo. I knew the officer was going to smell the marijuana I was smoking. I knew he would find the large black trash bag on my back seat. I thought about running, but that never seems to end up well for the people who try it on television. Resigned to my fate, I enjoyed one last cigarette before I was shoved into the back of a royal blue state police cruiser.
“I sentence you to 24 to 60 months in jail,” the judge had ruled. I had never heard a more sinister cluster of words. My stomach turned, and a single cold drop of sweat trickled from my armpit. My ears must not have been working correctly. The judge had just used the word prison. The worst images from prison documentaries flashed through my mind like lightning. I am five foot nothing and a buck thirty soaking wet, so how was I going to survive incarceration?
The first day of prison was not as I had imagined. I was expecting to see someone running with a knife sticking out of his ribs or to hear someone screaming as he was being raped. Bad things did occur but not on that first day. What did happen was nothing – just silence – and that, I believe, was even worse. Alone, I relived every mistake I had made that led to prison. As the months progressed, I thought most often of freedom and what I wanted to do the day I was released. I also thought of odd things I came to miss: adjusting the water temperature in the shower, opening a refrigerator door, and sleeping in a dark room. I also thought of how I had spent my life so far, and how the best years of my life were sliding by. Although most inmates considered me a short-timer, I felt as if my sentence was timeless eternity. 
Two years into my incarceration, I realised that my release was on the horizon, and I became motivated to change. I began tearing through books with a vengeance. I took every college course available at the institution, and I even enrolled in a vocational skills programme. I was going to have a second chance, and soon. Although I was doing all I could intellectually to prepare myself for my release, I was most anxious to begin repairing the relationships I had labored to destroy. I often thought of what I would say to everyone I had disappointed and hurt. I soon realised that words would not prove that I had changed from the person I was before prison. I was going to have to show them, and that is exactly what I planned to do. For the first time since my early teen years, I was optimistic about my future.
After three years, two months, six days, eleven hours and 22 minutes, I left prison. Euphoria fails to describe the feeling, and fails miserably. After readjusting to freedom, I found work at a landscaping company, one of the few places that will hire a felon with no degree, and I stayed out of trouble. Over the next year, I would spend a great deal of time with my family. I am proud to say that our relationship now is the best it has ever been. I have come to realise that life is about those we care about. Being imprisoned was what it took for me to realise what I was truly missing in life. The time we have is fleeting, even when it appears to be standing still. I don’t plan to waste another second.
