Online Training 
Riara University in conjuction with eMobilis successfully hosted a free 
Digital Skills Training in the month of February. The program which was 
sponsored by Google Kenya seeks to empower trainees with introductory 
level digital marketing knowledge/tools, to help them build an online presence, 
create content, understand social media and digital advertising. The training 
was divided into two key tracks i.e. The Hustle, designed for those looking to 
do business and The Career Tracks designed to help students map out there 
career lives.

CISCO Networking Academy 
Seminar
African Advanced Level Telecommunications Institute (AFRALTI)  is an Inter-Governmental Institute established in 
1991 to supplement and spearhead ICT development efforts mainly in English-speaking Africa. AFRALTI is appointed 
by Cisco to oversee the growth and maintenance of quality of the Cisco programs in the East African Region.

AFRALTI in conjunction with the Riara University School of Computing Sciences held a 1 day seminar on CISCO 
courses. Students learnt that CISCO offers short courses that last up to 15 hours only while others go upto 70 hours and 
a Certificate of Completion is issued. Some of the courses mentioned include: CCNA security, Cyber Ops Associate, 
CCNA Enterprise amongst others. Participants learnt that they could learn entrepreneurship online for just 15 hours 
and get a certificate even if they are not taking business studies at the university.

The speaker explained that by having a CISCO certification one is able to have a solid technical influence, be exposed 
to problem solving and innovative thinking and stands out from the crowd during hiring processes. The seminar 
definitely eye opening and very informative.
