The purpose of this course is to equip the student with hands-on skills and knowledge in news gathering, interviewing, and producing for radio, television, and online media.

CAT (A) 10MKS (SEAT IN CAT) Due June 1st 
1. Describe the key elements of a news package and how they contribute to effective storytelling in broadcast journalism. 
2. Discuss the role of ethics in broadcast journalism, including issues such as accuracy, fairness, and conflicts of interest.

CAT (B) 20MKS Due June 15th 
This task is called a specialized reporting project and it will require all the students to pursue specialized reporting projects in areas such as politics, sports, culture, environment, or business. The students are required to develop their expertise in any particular area and produce high-quality news content tailored to their chosen subject matter. 
CAT (C) 10MKS Due July 1st 
The students will be presented with a hypothetical ethical dilemma scenario commonly faced in journalism, such as conflicts of interest, privacy concerns, or the balance between reporting the truth and protecting sources. They will be required to discuss and debate the best course of action in each scenario.

1. PROJECT D 60 MKS (Due August 2024)

2. Students to create a complete news package, including researching a story, conducting interviews, filming B-roll footage, writing the script, and editing the package together. This assignment covers the entire process of news production, from story conception to final editing. (20mks)

3. In a set up a simulated newsroom environment, the students will work together to produce a live or recorded news broadcast. Each student will be assigned different roles such as producer, reporter, editor, and camera operator to give students a hands-on experience of working in a professional newsroom or in an organized simulated live reporting scenario the students will act as on-air correspondents covering breaking news events. This task will help students develop skills in improvisation, on-the-spot reporting, and maintaining composure under pressure. (20mks)

4. Choose either of the two. Each is (20mks)
A)  Anchoring Practice: The students will take turns acting as news anchors for a mock news broadcast. They can practice reading from a teleprompter, delivering news stories with proper intonation and pacing, and transitioning smoothly between segments.
B) Field Reporting: Assign students to go out into the field and report on local news stories happening in their community. This could involve attending public events, interviewing local residents or officials, and capturing footage to accompany their reports.
C) Investigative Journalism Project: The students investigate a particular issue or topic in-depth and produce a comprehensive investigative report. This assignment encourages critical thinking, research skills, and ethical journalism practices.
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
